The Goal: To understand what the Bible teaches and what you (should) believe
Texts: 
A Bible (ESV is best, since that’s where the class notes and discussions will be based)

Grading
Written assignments – 40% (50% if half-credit)
Assigned Catechism Questions Memorized – 10%

Credit Level and Assignments
Basic Assignments
Full-credit
Attend all lectures (20 hours)
Reading
Read all of Systematic Theology and any other assigned reading (est. 50 hours spread throughout the year).
Read the questions from The Trinity Catechism (3 hrs).
Memorization: Memorize 1 question per class from the assigned questions (13 hrs). At the start of class, we’ll have you write down the question and the answer you memorized.
Writing: In 400 words, answer the assigned question for each class. 
These questions will draw from the reading. 
For instance, the question for week 2 on “Revelation” will be, “What are key things we need to understand and believe about the Bible?” The student would answer this by using the chapter ideas and Scriptures. 
There is a lot of flexibility in how exactly the question is answered, but the material needs to draw from the class itself. 
As with all writing, using proper grammar and punctuation and write in complete sentences. Whether you use one paragraph or two is up to you. 
Half-credit
Attend all lectures
Read Systematic Theology, The Trinity Catechism questions (no memorization, just reading the Catechism)
Writing assignment: In 250 words answer the assigned question for each class. See above.
Audit
Audit means no credit and no official assignments.
It’s assumed you will attend the lectures.
You’ll benefit more if you do some of the reading, but it’s up to you.
